Include the Permission to Publish form, which can be downloaded on our 

website or picked up at the library. We will not be returning poems, so make sure to send 

us a copy, not the original. Poems and Permission to Publish forms may be mailed, 

delivered to the library, or put in our drop box.

The contest will be judged by Dr. Sandra Salguero Schmidt, who was a professor of English 

for 42 years, 29 of those years at Greenville University.
