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“Ice Cream for Books!”

Come into the library and sign up for the summer reading incentive program.  Sign up begins on June 1, and the last day to receive a DQ treat will be on August 1. 
When you sign up, you will receive a reading log.  As you read books this summer, print the titles on the log.
Parents/adults are asked to put their initials after each title. 

JF or YF Readers (chapter books) 
2 Books =1 DQ card (1 card/week) 

JE Readers (picture books)
4 books = 1 DQ card (1 card/week)

Bring your reading log to the library weekly to earn a 
DQ card.  Only 1 DQ card per child per week.  

For each reward we give out, the participant will add an ice cream sticker to our reward board next to the circulation desk.

“Ice Cream for Books!” is for children who can read on their own up to children going into eighth grade.
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
